
Norman County Genealogy Society

Rolland is working on a program to 
be held at the graveside of Even Larson buried in 
Halstad South Cemetery.  It will likely be in the Spring

Pat is working on 
getting the records from1943 to 1948 typed and to 
Colleen to be put on the NCGS website.  Years 1943 
and 1944 have been typed, 1945 is in progress.

Typing will begin as soon as the 
research is done. 

 CDs of deaths in Norman County.  Adobe Reader needs to 
be installed on the computer at the log museum before 
the CDs can be used there.
